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Gold Star license plate now offered to siblings of
fallen military heroes

For DFSS Employee and Dart Hall of Famer Don Tressler,
Darts are a Way of Life

Don Tressler became enamored with the game of darts in southern
California during his time with the Air Force. The game has been an
important part of his life for 35 years.

Not only does he enjoy the game, but he’s an ambassador of the
game as well. Last year he was inducted into the Bluegrass Darting
Association’s Hall of Fame—an honor that is bestowed on those
who actively promote the games and the people who love the
game.

“This honor was accomplished for actively promoting our league,

sportsmanship and understanding the gentleman’s etiquette aspect
of the various games, said Tressler. “While totally unexpected, this
recognition was hugely appreciated.”

Tressler is a member of the Moose
Club, an organization that helps less
fortunate kids nationwide. Many of
the members are avid dart players
and they participate in state, national
and international events. Last year
Tressler won or placed 4t or better
in several different formats playing
against some of the best in the U.S.
and Canada.

Darts isn't just about hitting the bull-
seye and definitely takes practice,
skill and strategy. Depending on
which game is played—Cricket, '01
games, Killer, or something else—
the player adjusts his strategy as
necessary.

That's why practice is important says
Tressler.

Individuals whose siblings have died while serving in the U.S.
Armed Forces may now apply for a Gold Star Sibling license plate
thanks, in part, to legislation passed in 2015.

House Bill 209, which passed both chambers unanimously,
expands the Gold Star plate eligibility to siblings of fallen
heroes. Until this legislation, only parents and spouses of the
deceased were entitled to apply.

“We honor our fallen heroes by taking care of the loved ones they
leave behind,” said Gov. Matt Bevin, a U.S. Army veteran. “The
Gold Star Sibling license plate reminds us of the sacrifice of the
entire family. | would ask all Kentuckians to show proper respect
and gratitude to those who display Gold Star license plates.”

“We can never thank these families enough for their sacrifice,”
said Lt. Gov. Jenean Hampton, a U.S. Air Force veteran. “What a
